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Your task is to design two flowers – one insect pollinated and one wind pollinated.

Refer back to the resource where you looked at these two types of flowers for ideas.

Draw your flowers onto an A4 sheet of paper. Label & describe the features that your flowers have to enable them to successfully be pollinated by insects or the wind. You should have at least 4 descriptions for each flower. 

Remember that there are a range of different types of insect and that as in the case of flowers presentation is important.
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
